The decline in architecture and stone building in the late period of the rule of Ivan IV. Only very
few structures of this period survive and they are almost all private or commercial buildings (Old
English Court). No state commissions that would match the splendour of the St. Basil's
Cathedral. Moscow and Russia plunge into the chaos of the paranoid rule of lvan the Terrible
who degrades to being really a terrible Tsar, all hopes and aspirations of the period of young lvan
IV are buried in the bloody terror.

In 1584 Ivan the Terrible dies amid a dynastic crisis leaving the throne to his feeble second son
Fyodor (1584-1598) under the firm control of the wicked Regent Boris Godunov. However,

the uneventful rule of Fyodor loannovich leaves one of the brightest symbols of Russian military
aspirations and glory — the Tsar Cannon (1586). The irony and a sad parallel to Fyodor’s rule is
that the cannon was presumably never fired due to its constructive deficiencies.

The biggest architechtural legacy of the Fyodor’s period is the Donskoy Monastery, today one of
the few old Moscow monasteries that survived almost without any major losses in the Soviet
period and boasts its unique necropolis. The Old Cathedral of the Monastery is nearly the only
surviving building in Moscow of the Fyodor’s rule.

The death of Fyodor in 1598 brings to the end the dynasty of Ruriks (Rurikovitches) who for over
sven centuries firmly held Russia on its various stages in their grip and controlled all of the
Russian principalities often warring between each other, but eventually creating a strong and
powerful nation. The throne falls into the hands of Boris Godunov who carefully orchestrates his
election to power and subsequent coronation.

The climax of Boris’s campaign for the title of the Tsar is connected with the New Maiden’s
Convent where at the time he was staying with his sister Irina, the widow of the deceased Fyodor.

But the promising rule of Boris Godunov soon gets plagued by the famine and unrest among the
highest nobility of Russia inspired by the rumours of survival and flight to Poland of the last son of
Ivan the Terrible, the young Tsarevich Dmitry. The strings of control quickly slip from Boris’s
hands and Russia slides to one of the greatest crises in its long and turbulent history, the Time of
Troubles. Moscow survives several Polish Invasions and follies of a bunch of False Dmitrys, and
eventually the whole country, weak and humiliated, convenes in 1613 the Assembly of the

Land (Zemsky Sobor) and elects a 16-year-old Mikhail Romanov to be the the new Tsar and the
founder of the new dynasty.
