Britain's budget gap narrowest since financial crisis

Britain's hefty budget deficit has fallen to its lowest since the financial crisis, official ata
showed on Wednesday, helping the government argue it is delivering on a key economic pledge
a year before a national election.

The Bank of England, meanwhile, indicated it was not hurrying to raise interest rates,
even if its members are somewhat divided about the economic outlook. The deficit in the 2013-
14 tax year fell to 6.6 percent of gross domestic product from 7.4 percent in 2012-13 - in line
with recent government plans.

It was the smallest shortfall since 2007-08, though well above that of most other
advanced economies - including the 3 percent expected of European Union countries - partly a
reflection of how much the government used to rely on massive revenues from banking and
housing before the financial crisis.

Britain's Conservative-led coalition came to power in 2010 with a pledge to largely
eliminate the deficit that then stood at 11 percent of GDP. Weak growth since then means
finance minister George Osborne is now three years behind on this goal.

However, the economy is starting to turn around. Bank of England staff revised up their
growth forecast on Wednesday, predicting 1 percent growth in the first three months of 2014 and
almost as strong again between April and June. This is almost double the economy's long-run
average growth rate of 0.5-0.6 percent a quarter, and economists said Osborne might now have
scope to loosen the purse-strings slightly before the May 2015 election.

Antibiotics are losing their power to fight infections in every country in the world according to
new data from the World Health Organisation - a situation that could have "devastating"
consequences for public health. It raises the possibility that once-beaten diseases will re-
emerge as global killers.
Antibiotic resistance is a major threat to public health, says the WHO. It is no longer something
to worry about in the future, but is happening now and could affect anybody, anywhere, of
whatever age.
"Without urgent, co-ordinated action by many stakeholders, the world is headed for a post-
antibiotic era, in which common infections and minor injuries which have been treatable for
decades can once again kill," said the WHQO's assistant director general for health security.
"Effective antibiotics have been one of the pillars allowing us to live longer, live healthier, and
benefit from modern medicine. Unless we take significant actions to improve efforts to prevent
infections and also change how we produce, prescribe and use antibiotics, the world will lose
more and more of these global public-health goods and the implications will be devastating."
The new report is the first to gather comprehensive data from the WHO on antibiotic
resistance and has information from 114 countries. Although the data is more complete in some
regions than in others, it is clear that drug-resistant strains of bacteria and viruses are common
and that trying to preserve the efficacy of the antibiotics we have is a losing battle.

UN: World must end 'dirty" fuel use

A long-awaited UN report on how to curb climate change says the world must rapidly
move away from carbon-intensive fuels. There must be a "massive shift" to renewable energy,
says the study released in Berlin by the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC).

About half of all the carbon that humans have pumped into the atmosphere since 1750
has been emitted in the last 40 years. Rates have been rising fast since 2000, despite the global
economic crash. Driven by a global increase in population and economic activity, global surface
temperature increases will be between 3.7C and 4.8C in 2100 if no new action is taken.

However, the scientists involved in the report say this situation can be turned around.
"We need to make a big change in the energy sector, to use renewable energy, nuclear, fossil
fuels with carbon capture and storage, that is undoubtedly true,” said Prof Jim Skea.
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It is not a simple task. To be sure of staying below 2 degrees, the amount of carbon in the
air needs to be around 450 parts per million by 2100. To get there, emissions in 2050 need to be
40-70% lower than they were in 2010.

The IPCC experts acknowledge that a transition from fossil fuels to renewable energy is
easier to recommend than to achieve. Many countries are locked into using fuels like coal. In
Germany coal provides nearly half the electricity. But because greenhouse gases are building up
in the atmosphere so rapidly, the conclusion is that it's better to make the change sooner rather
than later.
